It was a successful event with 127 athletes.  5 - $1k scholarship winners were drawn – our plan is to continue to do this in the future in the same way – the energy from those that received was great and received many thanks- here to celebrate and support all athletes and this is a great thing to do – Board presidents and Scott all received positive feedback – Key chains are also given out at this event – great way to recognize athletes among their peers – Just a reminder to the Booster Reps transitioning out to please try to find a replacement or recommend someone and help aid in the transition – we really appreciate all the booster reps do throughout the year! – All of the funds have been allocated for the year – every team that submitted a fund request did receive their item(s) – totaled around $50k this includes the requests from individual sports, $20 k towards a new speaker in the field house, elite medals and shirts, and more – The competitive gym is still on hold for now

Treasurer Report –Chris for  Rob Robinson – Currently $70k in bank with $50k in FR – should leave us with a good start of $20 k for next school year – this leaves enough to buy spirit wear for the year – we did add one more new member since last meeting but we plan to roll them over for the next school year -

PHS Athletic Department and Administration Report – Scott McDermott – Thank you for all you did for senior breakfast and throughout the year – we know you are walking with the athletes every step of the way – Thank you for the fund request approval – genuinely see the value in this and the whole school knows  the value the boosters bring – thank you to Amy and Rob as they exit the board – take a look around and you can see the impact your years of service have had on Prospect – Have had a successful spring season including 4 East Champs in Boys VB, Track for Boys and Girls and Boys Water Polo – sectional champs of badminton – Almost all of the coaches are hired for next year with a total of 19 new – currently have 5 assistants left to place so has been going well  - plan to have the track and turf completely redone next summer in 2026 – as well as lights – construction will begin next summer day after graduation – will need to take a large look at planning out the summer activities for next summer including camps since the main space will be under construction – do plan to eventually address redoing the tennis courts as they are in major need of repair – cracks are getting filled in in June but will eventually need a new one – lots of great things happening in and around Prospect – update on msl conferences – will still be using East and West as names of two conferences but each sport will be different based on records – these will be eligible to be moved up/down each year – currently working on scheduling, lots to figure out – Football is still the exception and will stay the same since teams don’t auto qualify for play offs (also looking at different league for fb) – we will try this new way for 2 years and then re-evaluate- plan to keep the rivalries intact and schedule games on the outside of the conference games – this is to hopefully balance out the level of play – they will be using the varsity records for the last 3 years to determine – 60% current season, 30% last season, 10% 3 years ago –

Boys Tennis – 2nd  in East – conference tourney coming up
Boys  Track and Field – In the month of April, the Boys Track & Field team has been busy.  We've competed in seven meets during the month and have finished in the top three in all of those meets as a team.  The two biggest invites in April we finished 1st overall, having won the Stogie Relays and the MSL East Championship (which is now 16 consecutive years)! In the beginning of May, we held the Wanner Invite, where we hosted 36 teams and took 2nd as a team.  This meet was commented by MileSplit that the Wanner Invite was one of the best meets in the entire state of Illinois (All-Classes).  On Friday night, we finished first overall at the Ron Gummerson Cougar Classic at Conant High School against some very good track and field programs.  We are now officially in the Championship phase of the season.  Next up is the MSL Conference Championship at Barrington on Wednesday.  Next week we will be at Wheeling on Monday for the MSL East Freshman Championship and then head to Deerfield on Thursday for the 3A IHSA Sectional meet where we hope to qualify for the State Meet in several events.  State is held May 30th and 31st in Charleston, IL (Eastern University).

Badminton -. The JV and frosh/soph teams finished second in their conference tournaments May 6. Varsity finished third in conference May 2-3. At the sectional championship May 16 at Deerfield high school varsity 1 doubles and 1 singles finished in second place, and 2 doubles finished fourth. All five players will compete at the state badminton tournament this Friday in DeKalb.
Boys Volleyball – Freshman 12-9, 6-3 in conference; JV 13-7, 7-2 in conference; Varsity 24-7, won conference – this week they are having senior night and celebrating reidy’s retirement and 600th win
